
Wells Criteria 
Scores

0 or less 
-low probability (3%)
-perform D-dimer
-Normal D-dimer (<500 ng/mL) - no further
testing needed
-Positive D-dimer (> 500 ng/mL) - venous
duplex recommended 

1-2 points 
-Moderate probability (17%)
-perform D-dimer
-Normal D-dimer (<500 ng/mL) - no further
testing needed
-Positive D-dimer (> 500 ng/mL) - venous
duplex recommended 

3-8 points
-High probability (50-75%)
-Recommend performing an initial  venous
duplex
(no d-dimer recommended) 

*d-dimer test is more helpful to rule
out a venous thromboembolism

(VTE) than rule in a VTE
