o The precise location of the lesion
o Any underlying bone abnormality
o Is the lesion multifocal?
o Does the lesion have a well-defined margin?

o Isthere cortical expansion?

o Isthere a periosteal reaction?

o Does the lesion produce a mineralized matrix?
